The Building Program is coming along slowly, but surely.  The economic dilemma that is crippling the world 
has drastic effects on the mission field too.  As I have stated previously, I want to lead our Filipino people to 
sacrifice and build the buildings here.  However, their capacity to give is so limited.  Therefore, I am looking for 
ways to develop a Church Livelihood Program in order to enable them to increase their giving capacity as 
well as lead the ministry to become completely self supportive.  The old saying is “Give a man a fish and you 
feed him for a day.  If you teach him to fish you help feed him for a lifetime.”  Would you consider helping us 
with the following needs?   

1.  A small truck may be purchased for $3,500.  This will enable us to go out into the country-side and get 
fill dirt, sand, rocks and other materials that are very expensive to buy.  This will also enable them to 
haul the materials needed to develop the gardening projects for providing foods.  Buying this vehicle 
would ultimately save us thousands of dollars throughout the building program. 

2. A small tractor, plow and disk may be purchased for $6,000.  This will help in the development of the 
property for the buildings, landscaping as well as the gardening projects.   

3. A block making machine may be purchased for $1,500.  This will enable us to make our blocks for the 
building projects and thus cut our building expenses in half where blocks are need.   

We only ask that you pray about these needs and respond as the Lord leads.  If you do not have the financial 
ability to help with these needs, please pray that others who do have that ability will be sensitive to the leading 
of the Spirit to help us rise up and build.  Please memo any donations for these needs to the  
Murray-Building Program.
