Serving in the Philippines 
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Hello Praying Friends, 

Greetings once again from the Philippines.  God has been wonderfully gracious unto us.  He hath daily loadeth 
us with His benefits and blessings.   

I stand amazed at our Filipino people and 
especially our Bible College students and 
graduates.  We held our groundbreaking 
ceremony April 12 and less than three months 
later, the building is finished.   

As you can see, we built a native “open air 
tabernacle” made of bamboo and coconut 
posts with a tarpaulin roof.  This is a 
temporary building designed to last around 
eight to ten years.  This will enable our 
people to save money for their permanent 
building made of concrete and hollow blocks. 

I am so proud of our students.  They did not 
have much money themselves to give towards 
this project, therefore they gave what they had: themselves!  They worked hard last year putting together a 
music CD in which they decided to put the proceeds towards the building project.  Also, the girl’s livelihood 
project of making hand-made jewelry has raised much of the needed funds for this project.  The students 
originally did these things to raise money for the college alone but saw the need and chose to put the funds 
toward the building fund.   Pardon me but I cannot brag on these students enough.  Not only did the students 
sacrifice the funds they raised through the jewelry and CD sales but also saved our church hundreds of 
thousands of pesos by learning how and doing the work themselves.  We have only had to hire a few 
professional men from the outside.  Certainly, they have received valuable training by hands on experience in 
mission church planting! 



 

 

However, there is still much work to be done.  We now turn 
our efforts to building our western wall replacing the 
temporary bamboo fence we put up last year.  This is an urgent 
need for the sake of security and development of the campus.  
The property was a rice field before and the neighboring 

communities channeled all their water onto this property and still are, making 
things very difficult for us.  Any excess funds above meeting the needs of the 
students raised from the jewelry and CD’s will go towards helping this project.  

The wall will be 112 meters long.  We need a total of $8,000 for this wall. 

Again, we are not asking that you give us money for these projects but if you 
would consider purchasing our Bible College Choir CD or some of the jewelry it 
would be a great blessing.
